INTRODUCTION 
Mackinac State Historic Parks introduces The Richard and 
Jane Manoogian Mackinac Art Museum Grand Opening 
Purchase Award Contest. This contest is held in honor of the 
grand opening of The Richard and Jane Manoogian 
Mackinac Art Museum at the Indian Dormitory on Mackinac 
Island, Michigan, administered by the Mackinac Island State 
Park Commission (MISPC).  One grand prize winner will be 
selected by committee members from Mackinac State 
Historic Parks and the Mackinac Arts Council, and will be 
awarded a $5,000 prize, generously donated by the Mackinac 
Arts Council. 
 

ARTWORK USAGE 
The winning artwork and all rights of copyright, including 
use in or with electronic media now or in the future, will 
become the property of the Mackinac Island State Park 
Commission.  The artwork will be used on the grand opening 
poster and displayed at The Richard and Jane Manoogian 
Mackinac Art Museum from opening day (mid-June 2010) 
until closing on October 10, 2010. It will then be added to the 
permanent collection of the MISPC. 
 

GUIDELINES 
The subject of the artwork must be Mackinac Island-related.  
The artwork must be two-dimensional, original art in any 
media, excluding photography, from living artists who are at 
least 18 years old.  Artwork must have been completed in the 
last two years. Only one entry per artist is permitted. 
Mackinac State Historic Parks will add the necessary text 
and border for creating the poster, and also reserves the right 
to crop the image to fit the final poster design. Mackinac 
State Historic Parks and MISPC commissioners, employees, 
and immediate family members are not eligible to enter. 
 

FINALISTS 
Five finalists will be selected. The finalists will be asked to 
deliver the original artwork to the Mackinaw City office at 
207 W. Sinclair Avenue by April 26, 2010. 
 

FEE 
There is a non-refundable entry fee of $25.  Payment by 
check or money order must accompany the submission.  
Make payable to Mackinac State Historic Parks. 
 

ENTRY FORM 
The entry form (below) must be filled out completely, 
legibly, and accompanied by the submission and payment. 

PROCEDURES 
Entries will be judged from color photos or a CD image. A 
high quality color print measuring a minimum of 4” x 6” or a 
CD containing a high resolution (300 dpi and at least 5 MB 
but no larger than 10MB) JPG image of the artwork will be 
accepted. Do not send original artwork. Slides will NOT be 
accepted. 
 
The following must accompany the color print or CD: 

• title of the artwork 
• overall dimensions 
• artist’s full name 
• Entry Form 
• $25 entry fee 

Artist should record his or her full name and title of the 
artwork on the back of the photograph or on the CD.

All submissions must be postmarked no later than April 1, 
2010.  Entries postmarked after April 1, 2010 will be 
returned unopened.  The winner will be announced on May 
1, 2010 and posted on the Mackinac State Historic Parks  
website MackinacParks.com. Participants should not 
contact the parks to inquire on the status of their submission.

The committee reserves the right to reject any work not 
accurately represented by the photo or CD image.  The 
decision of the jury is final.
